THE INFLUENCE OF KNOWLEDGE AND ATTITUDE WITH CHIKUNGINYA 

DISEAS PREVENTION AT SOCIETIES OF GIRIPURWO SUB DISTRICT, 

WONOGIRI DISTRICT,  

WONOGIRI REGENCY  

 

 

Background: Pursuant to P2-Pl Public Health Service Data of  Wonogiri 

Regency got the amount of Chikunginya patient at 2013 counted 438 patients. 

From 2007 until 2013 in Indonesia happened the KLB Chikungunya at some 

province by 149.526 cases without death. From Healthy data SMD Alert Village 

of Giripurwo Sub District in early 2014 got 72 come down withChikungunya. 

Beside caused by a society not yet known surely infection how to and cause 

cikungunya. From antecedent study which writer do at 20 people got 15 people or 

75 % from all respondents don't know about cikungunya and 5 people or 25% 

knowing about cikungunya. 

Objective: to identify the influence of knowledge and attitude with chikunginya 

diseas prevention at societies of Giripurwo Sub District, Wonogiri District, 

Wonogiri Regency. 

Method: This research design was using analytic with cross sectional approach. 

This research population was entire society Firipurwo Subdistrict. Research 

sample was determined with total sampling so get 97 respondents as research. 

The data analysis was using multiple linear regressions. 

Result: 1) Giripurwo Wonigiri Regency society knowledge majority have high 

category (51.5%). Society attitude majority have good attitude (50.5%) and 

majority the society have high prevention to chikungunya disease (51.5 %). There 

was influence between knowledge with prevention (p = 0,003), there was 

influence between attitude with chikungunya disease prevention (p = 0,013); and 

there was influence significance between influence between knowledge and 

attitude with chikungunya disease prevention at societies of Giripurwo Sub 

District, Wonogiri District, Wonogiri Regency (p = 0,000). 

Conclusion: There was negatif significant influence between knowledge with 

chikungunya disease prevention at societies of Giripurwo Sub District, Wonogiri 

District, Wonogiri Regency (p = 0,003); 2). There was negatif significant 

influence between attitude with chikungunya disease prevention at societies of 

Giripurwo Sub District, Wonogiri District, Wonogiri Regency (p = 0,013); 3) 

There was significant influence between knowledge and attitude with chikungunya 

disease prevention at societies of Giripurwo Sub District, Wonogiri District, 

Wonogiri Regency (p = 0,000). 
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
